Visiting professor at Harvard, 

Oxford, Munich, and Paris, columnist of “Corriere della sera” and “Neue Zürcher Zeitung”, author of 

successful television programmes and over seventy books translated worldwide, in his long career he has 

determined a new course of thought and studies in at least six areas: history of hermeneutics, aesthetics 

as theory of perception (Rational Aesthetics), social ontology (Documentality), metaphysics (New 

Realism), technological anthropology (Doc-humanity), and philosophy of economics (Webfare as Digital 

welfare). In 2005 he wrote the world’s first philosophical book on the mobile phone: Where Are You?
